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Pattern is a tool to help you track and measure your study habits, providing you analytics and insights to become a better learner.  The tool allows you to track how you are spending your time in and out of the classroom, and will provide you a personalized visualization of own data.

You have two options to access Pattern:
1. Via a smart-phone app
For iOS devices (Apple iPhones, iPads) 
a. Go to the App Store and search study pattern; then download the free app. 
b. Important note! Be sure to search for University of Wisconsin once you have logged into Pattern, to ensure the app is accessing your institution.

a. Go to Google Play > Apps and search study pattern; then download the free app.
